St Charles Lwanga and Companions, Feast Day 3rd June  
     St. Charles and Companions (the Uganda Martyrs) were 22 young Catholic pages in the royal court of King Mwanga II of Buganda. Executed between 1885 and 1887, they were canonized for courageously protecting their fellow pages from the king's sexual abuse and steadfastly refusing to renounce their Christian faith.   Canonized in 1964, they are officially recognized as the Protomartyrs of Sub-Saharan Africa.  St. Charles Lwanga is the patron saint of African youth, Catholic action, and converts.
     "We have killed many people said one executioner,  but never such as these.  On other occasions, victims did nothing but moan and weep.  There was not a sigh, not even an angry word.  All we heard was a soft murmur on their lips.  They prayed until they died." 
     One of the martyrs had said  prophetically "A well that has many sources never runs dry.  When we are gone, others will come after us."  Already by 1890, the number of Christians in Buganda was estimated at 10,000.  (Extracts from The Times Book of Saints) 

St Boniface: Principal Patron of our Diocese  Feast Day 5th June  
     Born in Crediton, Devon and given the name Winfred, he became a monk and was ordained a priest at the age of 30.  In 715 he recognized a divine call to spread the Gospel in Germany and 3 years later Pope Gregory II commissioned him to evangelize in Germany and changed his name to Boniface.  
     His first biographer, Willibald, wrote: At Geismar, surrounded by his companions the saint decided to fell a gigantic oak, revered by the pagans as Jupiter's Oak.  A big crowd of pagans watched him cut the lower notch, cursing him in their hearts as an enemy of the gods.  But when Boniface had scarcely chipped the front of the sacred tree, a divine blast from above crashed it to the ground with its crown of branches shivering as it fell.  And as if by the gracious dispensation of the Most High, the oak also burst into 4 equal parts.  The bystanders could see 4 huge trunks u[image: ]niform in length, that had not been cut by Boniface or his associates.  At this sight the pagans who had been cursing the saint, now, on the contrary, believed.  They blessed the Lord and stopped their reviling.  Then after consulting his companions, the bishop used the timber of the tree to construct an oratory there, which he dedicated to St Peter the apostle.
     He moved systematically to establish the church in Germany and renew it in France.  He founded monasteries throughout Germany that became centres of education and evangelization.  He staffed them with his Anglo-Saxon friends, who eagerly responded in unprecedented numbers to his invitation to serve.  After 731 he founded dioceses throughout Germany, appointing his Anglo-Saxon companions as bishops.  Later, supported by the Frankish kings, he called councils to reform the decadent church in their kingdom.  In 747 the pope appointed Boniface the archbishop of all Germany and located his see at Mainz.  Boniface retired in 753 but did not stop working.  He went to Friesland to recover lapsed Christians and win new converts.  On Pentecost eve, 754, as he was preparing for an open-air confirmation ceremony in the Netherlands, a band of marauders martyred him and his companions.
     He is buried at his abbey of Fulda and is honoured as apostle of Germany.  (Extracts from The Times Book of Saints)
