St Anthony of Padua (1195-1231), Feast Day 13th June
Patron Saint of Lost Items, the Poor and Travellers
St Anthony intrigued people because his personality was a balance of contradictor[image: ]y, yet complementary, qualities: physically unimpressive and personally dynamic; reticent and charismatic; learned and practical; high-minded and down-to-earth. The combination of opposing attributes made him resilient, and equipped him for his mission of sparking a new wave of spiritual renewal in Europe. Above all, he was both firm and gentle, which made him an ideal preacher.  His over-arching concern was his passion for souls, and he characteristically pursued them with both strict justice and tender mercy, as shown by these three quotes from his teachings:

"Some show a compassion, merely sensual in origin, for a neighbour's physical needs. At least it shows that they have some good will. Others are too hard and severe, making no excuse for human weakness. Both end up by remaining indifferent. With a fallen brother we must show ourselves neither too tender or too hard, neither soft as flesh nor hard as bone. In him we must love our own human nature while hating his fault. The ideal preacher should be hard as flint."
In 1210, Anthony gave up his wealthy life and entered an Augustinian monastery near Lisbon in Portugal. Over the next decade he acquired an extensive knowledge of Scripture and the church, that later enriched his preaching. At age 25 he joined the Franciscans, hoping to go for a foreign mission where he might be martyred. In 1221 he was sent to Morocco, but fell seriously ill and had to return to Italy. Originally assigned to kitchen duty at St Paul's monastery in Forli, Italy, one evening during a celebration, when his companions called on him to speak extemporaneously, he held them spellbound, and when word reached his superiors, they assigned him to preach in central Italy.
Thousands turned out to hear him and everywhere he spoke he generated a spiritual renewal.  The Franciscans wanted other men to imitate his successful methods, and St Francis himself appointed him to teach theology in the community.
Anthony dedicated himself to a life of poverty in the service of God, explaining that: 
"Poverty is true riches. So precious is poverty that God's Only-Begotten Son came on earth in search of it. In heaven He had superabundance of all goods. Nothing was lacking there but poverty."
Many people pray to Anthony to recover lost items and the practice may stem from an occasion when a young friar stole one of Anthony's valuable manuscripts. Anthony prayed for its return, and a menacing vision stopped the fleeing youth, who immediately returned it to the saint.
St Anthony spent his last 5 years preaching and spearheading social reforms in Padua. He died there in 1231.							 [taken from The Times Book of Saints]
